Environmental
4-H Great Lakes and Natural Resources Camp
Description: Held in Camp Chickagami, Presque Isle, Michigan, this camp will allow students to: * Experience and enjoy natural resources, such as fishing, sailing, swimming and beach activities or bird-watching and hiking. * Grow in awareness, appreciation and understanding of natural resources, and related careers, such as marine biology. * Explore and take part in 4-H and other outdoor natural resource projects, including community service
Camp Kinomaage
Description: Camp Kinomaage is a week long residential program for middle school students from Michigan Native American tribes. While at the University of Michigan Biological Station, students explore a number of questions about science including issues related to ecology and archeology. Students also work with U-M Native American students and learn about the culture, language, and history of the Anishinabe.
Great Lakes Education Program
Description: The Great Lakes Education Program introduces fourth-grade students to the unique features of the Great Lakes through a combination of classroom learning and hands-on experience. The program is designed to stimulate interest in the Great Lakes and help students understand their role in protecting these vital freshwater resources. GLEP locations are in Macomb and Wayne Counties.
Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM)
Girls in Science and Engineering (GISE)
GISE is a program that brings seventh- and eighth-grade students to campus for one week during the summer. The students participate in hands-on projects in engineering, the human genome project, chemistry, physics, and space science as well as sessions on computers, careers, and ethics in science.
Genes in Diseases & Symptoms (GIDAS) Program
Description: For academically motivated students finishing 8th-12th grades, the GIDAS program involves computational biology, including applied mathematics and computer science, to analyze biological data, particularly data gathered from gene sequencing. The camp will focus on understanding the role of genomics in diseases and symptoms, how medical treatments can be developed to affect gene expression, and how to use computational biology to help identify genes that may be linked to certain diseases or symptoms such as Alzheimer's Disease.
NanoCamp
Description: Learn about microelectronics, nanotechnology and more! This is a free, one day camp on nanotechnology for middle and high school students. It will include both classroom and hands-on laboratory activities, in and out of the classroom.
SEP (Summer Enrichment Program) @ the MEZ (Michigan Engineering Zone)
The SEP @ the MEZ program is a two week commuter camp held at the Michigan Engineering Zone (the MEZ) at the end of June for 50 students. This program is designed to take middle school concepts delivered in Science, Math and English classes in school and develop them in the minds of the students, so that they begin to identify the connections between their class curricula and the real world, its technology and its engineering.
Xplore Engineering program
Xplore Engineering is designed for alumni and their children or grandchildren entering the 4th through 7th grade. Through a series of experiential workshops, participants get hands-on experience in the field of engineering.

Other
Camp Explorations
Description: This interactive program at the U-M Museum of Natural History expands campers' knowledge of natural history through experiments, crafts, and activities, with plenty of fun. Topics include astronomy, aerospace, wildlife, ecology, geology, and paleontology, and much more. Favorite activities include launching rockets, visiting local natural areas, digging for real fossils, and visiting with live animals.

826Michigan
Description: 826michigan is a non-profit organization dedicated to supporting students ages 6 to 18 with their creative and expository writing skills, and to helping teachers inspire their students to write. Services are structured around the belief that great leaps in learning can happen with one-on-one attention and that strong writing skills are fundamental to future success.
